1926 American Legion World Series-Philadelphia, Pennsylvania:
The inaugural American World Series was staged in conjunction with the
Legion’s annual convention in 1926; the convention was staged in
Philadelphia. The series was played in Sesquicentennial Stadium at the site of
1926 Sesquicentennial International Exposition honoring the 150"
anniversary of America’s independence. The Stadium was renamed in 1927 as
Philadelphia Municipal Stadium and in 1964 renamed John F. Kennedy
Stadium in memory of the late 35" President of the United States. The
stadium was demolished in 1992. Only the memories remain. The American
Legion is proud to play its first World Series in the famed stadium. Yonkers
NY Post 321 won the very first ALWS over Pocatello ID, 23-6. No
tournament play in 1927. In 1928 Powerful Oakland Post 5 capped an
undefeated season as the Golden State nine swept Worchester Ma, 2 games to
0 to win the ALWS championship. In 1963 Long Beach Peterson Post 27
(L.B. Poly High School) returned the ALWS championship to California for
the first time since 1954. Long Beach unbeaten upset tournament favorite and
unbeaten Memphis TN Post #1 twice to claim the title. California holds the
MOST Legion baseball World Series Championships. (17)
